“Mary Queen of Saints Academy goes to a ‘One Campus Site'"!

Faced with the cost of maintaining

two campuses with not enough students, the Pastors

of our seven West Allis — West Milwaukee Parishes and School Advisory Board commis-
sioned two studies to help us with our planning for the future. In December and January,
the Meitner Company gathered financial data, population growth projections, and met
with focus groups of parents, faculties, and pastors. Their recommendation to go to one
site was very compelling and was adopted.

“"Where to go?” was the next question. We had three possible sites: the present “Lincoln

site” (at St. Rita’s); the “Greenfield

site (at St. Aloysius); and Holy Assumption school.

Zimmerman Architectural Engineering was engaged to survey the condition of all three
locations and their ability to handle additional student populations in the future. Zimmer-

man gave the St. Aloysius the high

est grade. The pastors met to discuss the recommen-

dation. Brenda White from the Archdiocesan School Office was present at the meeting.
After prayerful discussion we agreed and chose the Greenfield Ave. site, St. Aloysius, as
the campus of our school beginning in September 2010 for many, many years.

We wish to thank you for your continued prayers for the future of our school. Together
we can and will continue to make our school a wonderful place for learning. Special
thanks to Bethany Salamone who is our parish representative on the School Advisory.

IHM  SPOTLIGHT

> A Deacon’s Story

/(\ d¢ This month, we have a rather interesting trip to take through the life of our own Deacon
X N Walt Henry.
\ /

\ Back to the beginning--Walt was born in Milwaukee to Walter H. and Bertha. However,
/L their difficult marriage resulted in his going to an orphanage before he was six months

e old until he was 10. His father got out of the Army after World War Il, his parents had

divorced and his father had remarried. In the summer of 1946, Walt was finally taken

to his father’s home. His father went back to his former business of shoemaking. His grandfather had just
sold his father the shoe repair shop, which was across the street from the house. Walt worked there after
school and Saturdays, sweeping and general clean-up. Eventually he did actual shoe repair, so by age 16, he
was pretty much a qualified shoe repair person.

Walt had two sisters: Georgianna had been in foster homes while he was in the orphanage, and is now 76;
Alberta, because of a childhood accident, wound up at St. Coletta’s until the age of 40, and died at 72.

He attended St. Thomas Aquinas, St. John Denepomuc, Mother of Good Counsel, and Washington High
School. However, he quit at the beginning of his junior year, questioning why he was studying “these things”
and what he would do with them. So, education did not mean much, which he believes is due partly to the
fact his father did not have much education. For lack of shoe repair work, he got a job with the window-
washer at the shop for about a year, including up to 10-story buildings. (He says he had more guts than
sense; claims he still does.)

His 3-year stint in the Marine Corps began in 1954 just before he turned 18. It was during the Korean War,
and Marines were trained for serious combat, partly in the California Mountains to learn cold weather survival.
He trained in Japan, Okinawa and lwo Jima for amphibious landings and a second tour in the Phillipines. Back
in the States, he was assigned to division headquarters as a teletype operator. He joined two thousand Ma-
rines at a test site for an A-Bomb, positioned less than two miles from the base of the bomb tower. He told
his young children that, if he glowed in the dark, they’'d know why.

While in the Marines he began giving blood and has donated 410 units, but had to stop in January, 2008. He
has done this as part of his ministry, that of people helping people. He was discovered to have prostate can-
cer then and had it removed by Cryotherapy at the VA on March 23, 2009; all is well.

He left the Corps in 1957, though, with his experience, they wanted him to remain. He says he realized that
the guys under him were smarter than he, the reason being, they went to school. So he attended Adult Voca-
tional School (now MATC), and earned enough credits to transfer to Marquette part-time. Schooling was paid
by the GI Bill, but he needed money to live on, so it was back to window- washing. But it was hard work and
he was always tired in school. A friend suggested he take a six-month data processing course, and though
number one in a class of 20, it still took three months to find a job. With no experience, he feels he had the
advantage of a military background and wound up at Service Bureau Corporation, a subsidiary of IBM. While
there, he heard of a process called programming and took a two-week course. Six months later he applied for
a job as a programmer at Trostel Tanning Company and, in 1961, he was programming computers.

He was encouraged by a grade school friend to join a Young People’s Club when he got out of the Marines, by
telling him they had a dance every Friday night. They had taken ballroom dancing lessons in grade school.
From there, he became active in the St. Thomas Aquinas YPC. With 20-some clubs in Milwaukee and dances
every week, an Inter-Club Council scheduled things so each club had two dances a year. This was fun as he
got to meet kids from all over the city. At St. Thomas Aquinas, they would pack 400-500 kids in the large
church basement. He met a lot of young ladies and knowing how to dance was a plus. Joe Raab, a good
friend, was dating Donna and when Joe went into the Service, Walt began dating Donna, who was from Pius.
One “golf nut” got Walt playing golf and he and three others spent weekends at Greenfield Park hurrying to




get done to go to 12:00 Mass at IHM, though none of them were particularly religious, he says. Attending
Mass in the Marines was sketchy, mainly because of all the traveling.

Because of his career, work, and education, he only carried one or two courses each semester at Marquette.
mostly in the accounting and business fields which he needed for programming. In 1963, when he was 27, he
and Donna married and rented a lower duplex on 54™ and Bluemound, right around the corner from Holy
Cross Church. He went to morning mass at times and joined the St. Vincent de Paul Society. One man in the
Society was the Comptroller at Marquette University and offered him a job. He wound up as the major de-
partment head of data processing, and the whole university revolved around data processing. He had a great
job and a great career in this position for six years. During this time he and his crew of three programmers
rewrote five major applications. In 1972, at his friend Joe Raab’s company, they wanted a computer set-up
and, with his Marquette background and some technical support from IBM, he came up with a very compli-
cated (to me) system which was unheard of at the time. I'm afraid an explanation of it would not be under-
stood except by another computer guru.

Two years later, they bought and lived in a duplex on 58" and North for about six years. In their third year
there, they bought the lot where their present home is and built three years later. Interesting to him was that
the value of the lot increased from $10,000 to $20,000 by then. Their sixth child was born just after building
began. They were able to move in just after Thanksgiving and enjoy Christmas in their new home. Then they
joined IHM rather than St. Mary’s in EIm Grove, because he didn't want the children crossing Bluemound Road
if they had to go to church on their own. Donna had lived on 124" and Robinwood, didn't really like the base-
ment church, and hadn’t wanted to be married there because it wouldn't be there in the future. So they were
married at St. Thomas Aquinas which, of course, is gone now anyway. They had seven children in eight
years, with three in diapers at one time. He says it was quite a challenge and ultimately stopped playing golf
because it was just too much.

When he joined IHM, he wanted to teach CCD and chose 8" grade because it was the most difficult. He says
he wanted to practice teaching kids at someone else’s expense and it really paid dividends. Their oldest
daughter was 8 at the time, and he feels you can't be a leader if you don’t know what you're doing and he
tends to be a leader. He got involved in CCD with Fr. Art Heinze, who was coordinator then. He thinks he
and Deacon Dennis Fietz were so influenced by Fr. Art and motivated to do more. However, they didn’t know
each other had signed up for the deaconate until they showed up at class together because Fr. Dierbeck never
told them. He and Donna were involved in St. Ben’s meal program and took all their children to St. Ben's for
Mass once a month. In the spring of 1975, a man was up on the altar in an alb and they wondered what he
was doing. He was introduced as Jack Champagne, who was studying for the deaconate and would be or-
dained in December. Later Walt was able to speak to him to find out about it. After talking it over with
Donna, within a week, he applied for the program. The priest in charge asked why they should take him in
and he answered if it was God's will, it would happen, and it happened. The classes were for two years and
theirs were extended for six more months. They were ordained in June of 1978, so it will be 32 years in June.
He says it doesn't seem like that long.

His computer consulting business was begun in 1980 and he decided in 2000 to retire. The way to do that
was to stop reading technical magazines because you can’t be a computer consultant if you are not up-to-
date. It didn't affect his programming, but it did affect his PC work which is very complicated. He can do pro-
gramming with his eyes shut, but for PC work, he says your eyes have to be open. There are two clients he
still supports because of a great relationship and understanding their business so well that, if they have a
problem, he knows how to fix it.

After working 40 to 50 hours a week in his business, when he retired there was no way he wanted to do noth-
ing. So he is involved about 40 hours a week in volunteer work, including his deaconate work and as a chap-
lain. He refurbishes computers for Independence First, who give computers to handicapped people, and
spends a lot of volunteer time at the VA. This includes an organization called Dryhootch, whose goal is to
help veterans with PTSD (Post Traumatic Stress Disorder) and the bottom line is suicide prevention. He is also
involved in a program run by veterans, led by Dr. Bernstein from the VA, but not necessarily under their direc-
tion. They have conducted what they call “*Veterans’ Quest” for the last six years for veterans to go on a 3-
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day retreat at a place called High Mount and he was asked to go along. Looking back at his history and what
he has always done, it’s like this is what he's supposed to be doing, because he is well-trained to do it. When
he first volunteered at the VA in 2004, he realized his deaconal pastoral care didn't really help him in the pal-
liative unit, because it's pure hospital ministry. These people are dying and their families know it. Though
there only twice a week, he felt he didn’t know enough. He took a 14-session training course at Froedtert
Hospital and was able to come in as a volunteer chaplain. There were more formal chaplaincy training
courses, one a year for three years. With a fourth year, he would have been board-certified, but thought
three was enough for what he is doing. On Fridays he is a DAV driver, taking veterans to and from treat-
ments, many who have PTSD, and found that Gary, an usher here at IHM, also does this on Friday. He likes
doing the volunteer work. “Fantastic” is how he describes it.

Donna and Walt have four boys and three girls. The girls are married and one boy is married and these fami-
lies have one boy each. So, of 15 grandchildren, they have 11 grandgirls, as he puts it. The three single
boys intend to stay that way.

Though Walt felt education was important to him, they did not push it on the kids, but let them know they
would be as successful in life as they are smart; that intelligence is important, but something is missing with-
out education.

All the boys have Bachelor’s Degrees--First son, Eric, in Political Science and is a networking administrator.
Second son Scot, wanted to be a horticulturist, but discovered desktop computers, got into data processing,
and is a networking administrator. Christopher has his biology degree at UW-Milwaukee and works part-time
at UPS. Patrick had meningitis at six months old, survived, graduated number one at Brookfield Central and
went to UWM on a music scholarship. Though he wanted to be an actor, Dad convinced him to take a couple
courses in psychology to better understand the human dynamic, to be more successful in getting a job. He
changed his degree, got his Bachelor’s in psychology at UWM and a Master’s Doctorate at UCLA in 2000. Now
he is going to Abu Dhabi in the United Arab Emirates in August to teach psychology for three years, a fourth
in another place, and the fifth back in Abu Dhabi, in a 5 —year agreement conducted by New York University
that he is able to break any time.

First daughter Sharon got married at 16, went on to get a 2-year degree in data processing. Second, Cari,
went to Stout University, hoping to become a dietician, but became pregnant and dropped out. The youngest,
Shannon wanted nothing to do with college though she is a good writer and Walt has hopes for her.

Uh, Walt, just one question—how many hours are there in your day?

Our thanks to a dedicated man who always does his best to do what is right, and we can only say more power
to him, though | daresay God has already given it to him. Would you agree?

RECIPE CORNER

Danish Dessert ( This is the cherry dessert served at the Fish Fries .)
This delicious dessert was served at the opening of a workshop for Volunteer Directors I attended at
Cedar Lake Home in West Bend. Everyone requested the recipe and copies were graciously given to
everyone attending. We‘ve used this for desserts at IHM many times and the recipe is always requested. Amounts in ()
are for one 9 x 13 inch pan. Joan Gaska

7 Y% c. flour (1 %.c. + 2 Tbs.)

7% c.sugar (1 %c. +2Tbs.)

2 Y4 lbs. butter (2 Ib + 2 Tbs.)

15 large eggs (4)

2 Y4Tbs. vanilla (2 tsp.)

4 cans pie filling (1)

Lightly grease pan or spray with Pam. Beat together all but the pie filling until light and
fluffy. Spread 3/4 of the batter in the pan. It will be very thin. Spread pie filling over the
top. Dot remaining batter on top of the pie filling. Bake at 325° for 45 to 60 minutes until
nicely browned. Time may be shorter for one 9 x 13 inch pan. Cool in pan. Sprinkle with powdered
sugar just before serving

Serving: 60 (large pan)

Whole recipe yields : one 18 x36 inch pan or four 9 x 19 inch pans
