Did you know that “Eucharist” means “thank you?” How appropriate it is, then, 
for us to come together as a cluster of parishes to give thanks for the many ways 
God has blessed us—most especially for the gift of our faith - the light we bring 
to others throughout our life. We will celebrate through the living Word and in 
Song, all, a part of our Eucharist. As a way of extending our connection with one     
another this holiday, we invite anyone who would like, to participate in our 
“Bread and Wine Exchange.”

Sometime during Thanksgiving Day, you are invited to call the person who 
made the bread and /or bought the wine and wish them a “Happy Thanksgiving” 
and /or offer a special prayer for them at your dinner table.
